“ReadMe” file for SamuelsSnyderData.xls.

This data was used in Samuels and Snyder (2001).  For information on data sources, please consult the bibliography to this work.

The file is divided into two worksheets, one covering lower chambers and one covering upper chambers.  Some chambers included in Samuels and Snyder (2001) are national chambers and thus have no Malapportionment.  These chambers are not included in the data.

The variable names and explanations are

· Country Name: Name of Country

· Code: A two-digit number that can be used to identify each country.  These numbers have no particular meaning.  In general they were the order in which the data was acquired.

· Chamber: identifies whether the chamber is upper or lower.

· District Name: the name or number of the electoral district.

· Year of Election: the election year from which the seat information was taken

· #Seats: the number of legislative seats in the electoral district

· District Population: the population of the electoral district used to calculate Malapportionment

· Year of Census: the year of the census or other information used to obtain population information

· Type of Census: whether the population figure is registered voters or total population.  Rules for calculating apportionment vary by country; we used the appropriate information when available.  In any case, these are correlated at .98.

· Secondary District: when applicable, this classifies a primary district into its appropriate secondary district.

· #Seats Secondary: the number of legislative seats in the secondary district.  Note this applies for the entire secondary district and is included for informational puroposes.

Below are a series of notes, in particular about the presence of national or other secondary districts in particular countries.
